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Group A: includes applications that focus on patient and provider decision making, communication, behavior and patient activation within a framework of patient-centered care.  Understanding patient and provider factors that may have an impact on health outcomes for veterans of racial or ethnic minority populations, women veterans, and homeless veterans is the aim of a subset of these proposals.  Proposals on gender issues also emphasize understanding factors related to case-finding, symptoms, and disorders.
