HSR&D is requesting the following from the Research Office at each VA site in order to expedite HSR&D's proposal review process and to make requirements consistent with those of other ORD services: 
1. INTENT TO SUBMIT: In lieu of letters of intent, we ask that that the Research Office at each VA site complete and return (as soon as possible and no later than November 5, 2004) the attached spreadsheet, by listing the proposals that will be submitted for the December 15, 2004 deadline. Please use the following instructions:
a. Open Intent to Submit Excel spreadsheet (Note: the first row, shaded in yellow, is an EXAMPLE);
b. Edit the spreadsheet by entering the information for each proposal your site plans to submit to HSR&D (you should have one row for each proposal);
c. If there's a field you cannot complete or does not apply, simply leave it blank;
d. For each proposal (row) please select the HSR&D portfolio area you believe comprises the most appropriate knowledge to review the proposal (the document “Portfolio Descriptions” provides a brief description of the portfolios);
e. Save the spreadsheet with your changes;
f. Choose the "Forward" option in Outlook and caryn.cohen@va.gov in the "To..." field (do not use the "Reply" or "Reply to All" options when sending this information).
HINT: When entering data in the Excel spreadsheet, use Alt-ENTER, to force a new line within a cell. If you have trouble using the attached spreadsheet, please feel free to send the information in any regular text format. Please contact Caryn Cohen if you have any questions about the Excel spreadsheet.
2. PROPOSAL REQUIREMENT: Consistent with the practices of other ORD Services, attach to each copy of the proposals submitted December 15, 2004 and thereafter, a copy of the notification letter, summary statement, and critiques of any prior review of the proposal, as well as the most recent letter of intent and response (if applicable).
