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Tim:	Today’s topic is the VINCI Workspace. I will be talking about what VINCI offers, as far as our computing power and data and so forth, and software that is available. So let us go ahead and get started. 

A little bit about the Workspace. It is a free high-performance computing environment that serves research and business intelligence communities. In other words, operations. We have a firewall that provides enhanced data security, which is necessary to protect our veteran’s data. There is access to computing power, software tools, databases. We have a wonderful SAS/Grid, as well as file and data storage. It can be accessed from outside the VA through VA VPN solutions, such as rescue and CAG. The VINCI Workspace and shared project folders allow for national collaboration in a research group. Many times, people will work with collaborators inside the VA and university researchers. This allows both of them to access the workspace. 

Our Workspace comes in two variations: the Standard Workspace and the Development Workspace. Most people that use the Workspace have a Standard Workspace. It is a standardized environment. It has shared resources. It does have software restrictions, and it does not have elevated privileges. In other words, it does not have administrator privileges. 

The Development Workspace is more of a special purpose workspace, usually for custom coding and using nonstandard software. You can have admin privileges, or elevated privileges, as long as you are preapproved for that, and I will talk more about that later. 

The Standard Workspace itself is a Windows Server 2008 Enterprise R1 operating system on three load-balanced servers. As I mentioned, it does not have administrative permissions. It has a fixed software package, but you can request other software. It has four shared CPUS, totaling 32 cores, and it shares 128 GB of RAM, and it has no internet access.  You will see that there is no internet access on the Development Workspace as well. 

Here is just an overview of the Workspace architecture. You have the web interface, which you see on the left there. From that interface, you can access the application servers that are behind the firewall. Our database server is also behind the firewall. Our file servers are also behind the firewall, and the SAS/Grid servers. Those servers talk to each other. 

A little bit about the Development Workspace. It has Windows Server 2013 Enterprise operating system. Elevated permissions are allowed with approval. I would like to note, it does not provide access approvals. You will want to go see your ISO first. You can install additional software yourself. We have what is called an S-drive on that Workspace, where we have installers, but also you can upload your own installer and install that software. We have one processor core per workspace and 4 GB of RAM, and you can request more of both of those. Again, there is no internet access, to prevent data loss. 

A quick look at the architecture. It is very much like the other architecture you saw previously for the Standard Workspace. There is one interface that you log directly into Development Workspace server, and from there, it accesses all the other resources inside the Workspace. 

A little bit about data storage options. Everyone that has a Workspace is given an H-drive personal folder. It has 10 GB. It is for personal file storage only, and it is not for storing study data. One of the reasons is it is not backed up as often, and it falls under different rules because our J, O, and P-drive project folders are for research data, and there are different requirements for backing up research data than there are other things, and preservation of data. The project drive folders have 100 GB as standard size, and you can request more of that. It is not for storage of shared files. Access is controlled and limited to study staff only. It is specifically intended for study files, and there is one folder per study on a drive of our choice. Depending on how full a particular drive is, determines which project folder goes in which drive. There is a Microsoft SQL 2014 server database, and it has tape and disk backup. 

A little bit about software. We have a lot of software in the Workspace. We have STATA. We have R, SAS, SPSS, MatLab, and a lot of other software for free; however, it is only accessible inside the Workspace. Additional and updated software are added when funded, and what I mean by that is the VA’s budget, and particularly our budget, is always subject to being cut and restricted, and so we do not always have the money we need to make timely updates or add additional software. We concentrate on the more popular software packages. 

A little bit about the SAS/Grid. We have a SAS 9.4 Grid that allows for distributed management of SAS jobs. There are five clustered Linux severs. It has 64 GB of RAM, eight CPUs, and 30 job slots per server, and we can increase that at any time. There is a 10 GB Ethernet connection to CDW and VINCI data servers, so all of these servers live in our Austin AITC center, and they are all in the same room, in the same building, so there are very fast connections between all these servers. It has the latest SAS 9.4 release. 

Here is a picture of the SAS Grid architecture. You can see on the left, you would be the SAS Grid client. You can run things like Enterprise Minter, Enterprise Guide, and that will access your Metadata servers and your Platform Grid, so you can do batch processing. 

A little bit about SAS Enterprise Guide. We currently have version 7.1 It is essentially a GUI client tool for easy connection to the Grid. It leverages background metadata definitions, has a programming Editor window for experienced coders, and it has a Task Wizard for beginning users, and it is great for code development. I would also like to mention, we have a SAS admin team, who are always available to help you. 

A little bit about data. VINCI has SQL databases; quite a few of them. I am not going to name all these off, but you can see CDW Production domains. We have everything from allergies to vital signs, and then we also have access to CDW Raw domains. There are quite a few of those, from bill claims to surgery. What is the difference between Production and Raw? Production is data that our VINCI data managers and VINCI team have gone through and cleaned up and made more research ready. It is more standardized. Whereas CDW Raw, is just like it implies. It is just taken straight out of the Vista system and made available without any cleanup. 

Some additional databases that are available in VINCI are the MCA NDE. That is the Managerial Cost Accounting National Data Extracts. The vital status files. BIRLS – basically desk files. MedSAS, VetsNet. We have the CAN scores, which is Care Assessment Need. We have HERC data, average cost, V21, and Nosos Risk Scores. We also have PACT Pi2, which is Patient Aligned Care Team Implementation Index, as well Vital Status file. Coming soon, we will have OMOP, version five modeled data of the CDW, and they are working on that intensely right now to make that available.

We have come to our first poll about if you have used the Workspace, if you have not used the Workspace, if you have used the SAS/Grid, or you want to use the SAS/Grid. Heidi, I will turn it over to you for the poll. 

Heidi, are we finished with the poll? 

Heidi:	We are. Can you see the results there, Tim?

Tim:	I can see them. 

Heidi:	Okay, so it looks like we have 60% of respondents saying they have not used the VINCI Workspace, 30% saying they have used it, 13% saying they have used VINCI SAS/Grid, 36% saying they want to use the VINCI Workspace, and 33% saying they want to use the VINCI SAS/Grid, so thank you to those respondents. 

Tim:	Those are great numbers. 

Heidi:	Turn it back over to you. 

Tim:	Great, thank you. Okay, we are going to continue on now, and we are going to talk about the VINCI file transfer options. To upload files, you are going to use our VINCI File Upload utility. You can transfer one file at a time, but if you have multiple files, you can just zip them together and upload that zip file. It is limited to 2 GB per transfer, and it is available from our VINCI Central website. Now, if you need to upload something bigger than 2 GB, you can use Attachmate Reflection FTP client. It is available on your computer’s Programs Directory. 

For download, you will use our VINCI File Download utility. You can transfer one file at a time, or zip up multiple files together. It is also available from VINCI Central. I am going to talk a little bit more in-depth about this. You can see here on VINCI Central site where you can access the Upload and Download utilities. It is available on the top right, under the VINCI Workspace tab, or across the bottom, where it says Launch the VINCI Workspace. Just a note for all those out there, VINCI is releasing a new VINCI Central website shortly. The location of these will change. 

Okay, the VINCI File Upload utility. It is a VA Intranet-based utility application for copying files into the workspace. You can copy it either to your H-drive, your personal drive, or to your project folder, per your selection. It creates an Upload folder for the contents, if you do not already have one. The VINCI File utility is available from that URL. Here is a quick look at the utility. You see there, you would click the Browse button, select your file, select the location to upload to – your H or your project folder – and then click the Upload Selected File button. That easy. 

Let us talk about Download. It is also a VA Intranet-based utility for copying files from the Workspace. You can copy from your H-drive or your project folders. Now, one of the things that is different about download is there is an audit process, so copies of transferred files are archived, and copied files from IRB Research studies are audited for PHI, PII, and SI. Then you can see the URL there for the Download utility. Here is a quick look at the utility. You can get a warning here that tells you how to save the file. You will want to do Save As, and then select the location to save it to. Then you can see at the bottom there, it gives you a list of available project drives, including your H-drive. 

Let us talk about download restrictions that you are limited to. Operations project users can transfer files without permission. You can transfer PHI, PII, or SI data, aggregate data, documents, such as papers, your analysis, and presentations. That is different from IRB Research study users. You can transfer some files without permission, if they contain aggregate data, documents, such as papers, analysis, presentations, as long as they do not contain any of the PHI, PII, or SI. You can transfer out with data steward permissions, data containing PHI, PII, and SI only to a local secure server.

Before you download a file, please familiarize yourself with HIPPA and VHA definitions of PHI and PII. A good resource for that is the VHA Handbook 1605.1, Appendix B. If you are not sure whether or not you may download a PHI or PII for your project, read your Research Request Memo. In that, it says where you can store data, and once you have selected the Download link, be aware that browsing to and opening any file will cause the file to be downloaded. Do not use the Open in utility. If you open a file and then close the utility without saving the file, it will still be written to your temporary internet files folder in violation. It is very important that you use the tool properly. 

As I mentioned, pay attention to the warning that is displayed, do the Save As. Do not do the Save or the Open, and when you select the name of the file you wish to download, click on it one time, and a message will display at the bottom of the screen when it is done downloading. Also, each click on the file results in another download of that file, so that is why just the one time. 

Now let us talk about accessing the VINCI Workspace. That is available from our VINCI Central website. There are several links on the website to launch it from. The top right, under the VINCI Workspace tab, you can click on Launch VINCI Workspace. In the center of the page, there is the Launch the VINCI Workspace link, and over on the left, on your shortcuts, there is also a VINCI Workspace link. So lots of ways to get at the Workspace. 

If you need to get at the Workspace from outside of the VA, see our VINCI Workspace User Guide. It will walk you through all the steps of accessing the Workspace through solutions, such as CAG. [PH]

This is what the VINCI Workspace web interface looks like. You can do one of several things here, when you get to it. If you are going to Development Workspace, there is a separate link you see there at the top outlined in red that says Development Workspace, and that will take you to another webpage where you can log into the Workspace. Otherwise, you can launch individual applications, such as I have outlined here in red, Explore, and it would launch that individual application inside the workspace. 

Here is the Development Workspace page login I was talking about. This is another webpage that allows you to connect directly to your Development server, and you will see that the format of that server name is vhacdwdev, and then you are giving us a machine number, it is a three-digit number, .vha.med.va.gov. 

Let us talk quickly about some Workspace restrictions. There are is no internet access for data security. You cannot copy and paste to or from the Workspace. You can transfer your information file and download it within regulations, or upload. As I mentioned before, operations download of PHI, PII is okay IRB research by permission. You can copy and paste between applications in the Workspace; however, it is restricted in several ways. One, if it is on the same server, you can copy and paste between items. Now, a lot of software runs on different servers, and since they are not on the same server, you cannot copy and paste between them, but again, if you output a file from one application, go into the other application, you can open that file up. So that is how you would transfer information between different software packages in the Workspace.  

Okay, we are ready to do our second poll, so I will turn it back over to Heidi. 

Heidi:	Hopefully, you guys are able to hear me now. 

Tim:	Yes. 

Heidi:	Okay, perfect. Our poll question this time: select the one thing that you want most. I want more computing power, or CPUs. I want more RAM. I want more analytical software. I want access to more databases, or I want more data storage. Responses are coming in, but we will give everyone just a few more moments before we close the poll question and go through the responses. We are at about 50% right now. It looks like people are putting a little thought into this, but I will give everyone just a few more moments. 

It looks like we are actually slowing down pretty well, so we will close that out, and what we are seeing is 13% saying they want more computing power, 11% want more RAM, 13% want more analytical software, 53% want access to more databases, and 10% want more data storage. Thank you everyone. 

Tim:	Great. Thank you, Heidi. Okay, let us continue on now. We are almost finished here. I have gone through this fairly quickly. It is not a very in-depth process. We will talk a little bit about VINCI innovation; things that are currently in incubation. One of our key things is NLP, which is Natural Language Processing. There is a lot of call for this kind of processing for looking through, what we call, TIU [PH] notes. These are open source programs as well as some homegrown software solutions that we have created at VINCI for analyzing the millions of notes that are acquired every day, and deployment for those various programs is currently underway. It will probably be a couple of months before they are fully functional because we have to go through security reviews and set up code reviews and so forth and make sure that they are good to go. 

With our infrastructure, some of the things we have done, we have a high-speed Infiniband network, which allows multipath transfers of data, 40 gig/sec. I was mentioning that earlier. Use Server Message Blocks in Windows 2012, which allows for multi-parallel path to be used for both speed and redundancy, and then we use a Cluster, which allows VMs to be moved and backed up and monitored very easily as well. So we are always looking to improve our infrastructure for our users. 

Okay, now you want to become a VINCI user; just some stats here. Currently, there are 6,334 authorized users. We have 2.293 research folders and 461 operations groups, so you see it is a very popular platform. We are an approved, secure, central analytic platform for performing IRB research and supporting clinical operations activities. 

How do I become a user? For IRB research, new projects for NDS-approved data access, you will want to use the Data Access Request Tracker application, also known as DART. That is available from either VINCI Central or the VHA data portal. The VHA data portal has a whole page on the DART request process, as well as documentation and forms. For Operations using NDS-approved data access, you want to get NDS Healthcare Operations approval first, and there is a page on the VHA data portal site called Healthcare Operations request process. They will walk you through how to get those approvals, and that uses the e-pass [PH] system. After you have gotten your approval from NDS, then you will want to go in and request a VINCI Workspace. This uses the CDW Project Request Form on the CDW site. There is a guide available from VINCI Central called Request a VINCI Workspace for Operations that can walk you through the entire process, as the request form itself is kind of deep, and you need to really know what you are doing when you fill out that form. 

So if you have your own data already, all you need to do is contact VINCI@va.gov, and we will set you up with the Workspace, and then you can upload your data into your Workspace and begin using our analytical tools to analyze that. 

Some of the resources that are available, again, are VINCI Central website, which is vaww.vinci.med.va.gov. The VINCI Workspace user guide is available from the Workspace under Guides. There is also a database user guide on how to connect to VINCI databases, and a file transfer guide on how to transfer files up and down from the Workspace, including those restrictions on downloading data. 

Okay, that wraps up VINCI Workspace. If you have any questions, we are going to open up the phone lines, I believe, to take some calls and answer some questions that have been posted. Following the cyber seminar, if you have more questions still, just send them to VINCI@va.gov, and if you need some SAS support, send it to VINCISASAdmins@va.gov. Okay Heidi, I think we are ready for some questions. 

Heidi:	Fantastic. We do have a couple questions in here, but first, I want to – I do not know if we have talked about this on a cyber seminar, but include practice, and we just received a comment from someone: it is good practice to rename the file you are going to download to include download to help prevent accidentally clicking on a file that should not be downloaded. Thank you for sharing that. The first question we have here: can a user install extra R [PH] packages in the standard Workspace?

Tim:	A user cannot. What we usually do is one of our sys [PH] admins can get that installer for you, upload it, and install it on your behalf. You would just want to send an email to VINCI@va.gov, and then we can take care of that for you. 

Heidi:	Fantastic. Thank you. The next question: can we get a VINCI Workspace for preparatory-to-research data?

Tim:	Absolutely. As a matter of fact, when you go through the NDS prep to research process, you are required to use the VINCI Workspace, and you will be given access to all the CDW data we have. That is actually a mandatory action. 

Heidi:	Great, thank you. The next question here: if we want to download our packages, how do we do this without internet access?

Tim:	You do not. What they will do is you will go to your regular desktop, download the installer or the package, then you will use Load File utility, and upload into your Workspace and then run it from within your Workspace. 

Heidi:	Great, thank you. The next question here: can you use other analytic software, like Atlas TI [PH] that you have licensed for in VINCI?

Tim:	VINCI does not currently have Atlas TI. I know we are looking to get it. It is just a matter of budgets and making that available; however, if you have your own copy, and it is a VA licensed copy, then we can give you VINCI Development Workspace. You can upload the installer and install it in your own Workspace. 

Heidi:	Great, thank you. Our next one here is a request. Could you please open a Workspace and explain the folders a new user will see and what is to be in each? 

Tim:	Sure. Let me go ahead and do that. 

Heidi:	That is actually the only pending question we have right now, so we have a little bit of time if that will take a little bit of time to get through; just so you know, we are not holding off on anything else right now. 

Tim:	Sure, because this will take a moment to open up the Workspace. 

Heidi:	Since I am not seeing any other questions coming in, I am betting this is something a lot of people want to see, so thank you for sending that request in. 

Tim:	Okay, it is connecting. It will take about a minute for it to connect and launch the desktop. What is happening now is I am logging into the firewall, and then I will be prompted to log into the server. This is all covered in the VINCI Workspace User Guide as well. It is interesting they asked about project folders. One of the last videos that VINCI created was called Understanding VINCI Workspace Drives, and we are going to be releasing that video very shortly with the new website. One of the other videos that we are also going to make available on the new website is how to connect to our databases using SQL Server Management Studio 2014. A lot of good videos coming down the pipe. 

Heidi:	While we are waiting for that, we just got a quick question in here. When is the new website going to launch?

Tim:	We are just waiting for our business owner to give us permission to go ahead and do that. We are still uploading some of the data into the website, but we are going to do a soft launch, probably in a week or two, where we are going to keep up our current website, and then we are going to also launch the other website. We will have both sites available for a bit, and then at some point, we will take down the current site and make the new site as the only site available. If you guys stick around after I show the Workspace drives, I will give you a preview of the new site. 

Okay, profile services loading. And this is typical of the time it takes to log into the website due to the heavy security. 

Heidi:	That is good to know. We have another quick question while we are waiting for that to load. Is VINCI the same as the server app fifteen? [PH]

Tim:	I believe that is one our app servers, yes. My mouse is acting up; not getting the double-click going. There we go. Okay, so here I have Windows Explorer open, and you will see there are a number of drives here. So there is an H-drive, which again is my home drive. That is my personal drive in the Workspace. Then there is an I-drive, and that is CMS data, and that is only for operations users. Then you see there is a J, O, and P-drive. These are project folder drives, so if you have a project in the VINCI Workspace that folder will appear in one of these drives. I will go ahead and show you an example. 

This is my P-drive, and I have access to three folders, and this one is _____ [00:32:47], so that is a study folder. Our study folders begin with either ORD for IRB Research folders, OPS for Operations Project folders. Then there is a public folder that is available to everyone in the workspace. Usually, that is where we disseminate files, like GIS files and stuff. The VINCI DB [PH], that is just an internal folder for our desk team. 

Lastly, there is a T-drive, and with this T-drive – it is a file transfer drive. If you use Attachmate Reflection FTP client to upload big files, this is where you are going to be uploading them to. Everyone has a personalized T-drive for uploading those files. Now, as I mentioned, if you use the File Upload utility what it will do is it will create an upload folder inside your project folder. That is where your files would be uploaded to. 

That is the drives in a nutshell. Oh, I will also mention, since I am logged into the Standard Workspace here, I do not see an S-drive, but if I was logged into my Development Workspace, there would be an S-drive, and that is where all the software installers live for self-install. 

Okay, are there any more questions on this before I move on to the new website?

Heidi:	I have some other questions that have come in, but I do not think they are specifically on this. To clarify, can only aggregated output files can be exported, or also data files containing PHI, PII? 

Tim:	You can export any file. The question is permissions. If you have aggregate data files, and it does not have PHI or PII, you can go ahead and download those at any time, but if you need to download something that does contain identifiable data, you need to get permission from the data stewards to do that first, and you would, of course, use the VINCI File Download utility to do that. 

Heidi:	Okay, great. Thank you. The next question here: can the PI restrict which study team members can access some of the folders?

Tim:	The only restriction can you place on accessing a study folder is when you apply for data access, you put in there which persons on your study can access that data, and those are the people that are allowed access to the study folder. Now, trying to restrict access to folders inside your study folder, there is no capability to do that. We can only restrict permission at the highest level, which is your root project folder. 

Heidi:	Okay, thank you. The next question here: does the VINCI have a service to help check a file to ensure it is properly scrubbed if needed? 

Tim:	You can certainly send an email to VINCI@va.gov, and one of our VINCI concierge team members can help you with that. It would be more likely one of our VINCI data managers that would go in and take a look at that particular file.

Heidi:	Okay, so that is all of the questions we have right now if you want to go into the new site. 

Tim:	Okay, so do you see it on screen right now? 

Heidi:	Yes, we do. 

Tim:	Okay, great. This is the new VINCI Central site that we are going to be releasing shortly. You will see that when you roll over things, it pops up a description of it. You click on it, and it flips over, and it gives you some links to various things, and I want to point out here, in this particular box, you will see that there is an IRB research study, operations, quality improvement, projects link, and prep to research link, and these take you to pages that outline all the steps that you need to take to actually do those things. It is basically, a quick-start guide on how to do IRB research or quality improvement or prep to research. 

One of the things that we are really proud about is what we call the VINCI Dashboard. What this is, is it is basically a list of all our VINCI touchpoints. If you have a VINCI database, a file share, a collaboration site, a virtual machine, a DART request, my requests, those are actually VINCI service requests when you request help from VINCI, and then my projects. I will show you some of these. We are still populating these databases, so not all of them are available. 

You see a couple of file shares I have access to, and then you see over on the right, there are these action buttons. If you click on them, some of them for uploading files, some for downloading files, some for requesting additional space, some are for archiving that particular resource, and then the question mark is if you need help, it will take you to a help forum online. 

There are collaboration sites. They are not displayed in my database. We are still working on that piece. Virtual machines, we are still importing that data. There are DART requests, so it will show you all the DART requests that you currently have, and then also, it has a link that will take you to DART. My Requests, again, this, as I mentioned, when you ask for help from VINCI, it is recorded as a request, and then you can follow along with it, and those requests go directly to our VINCI helpdesk. Lastly, My Projects. This is a list of projects that we know you have, and if you click on the project name, it will take you to a second page where you can look at all the details of that particular project. If you have databases, file shares, collaboration, or correspondence sites and virtual machines associated with that project, that will be displayed in these dropdowns. 

Let us go back to the home page. You see we have things like a VINCI University, and in the VINCI University, you get a VINCI Tube, which is our videos. All the user guides, cyber seminars, like this one, that we link to. Other cyber seminars that we feel are of importance to our customers, recordings and presentations for the VINCI happy hour, our VINCI research day, which is a big presentation of all VINCI things. Then we also have a dropdown for other learning resources, such as the CDW training site and the TMS site, where we recommend certain classes and courses to take. For instance, how do you use SQL server? 

All right. Let us go to what we call VINCI Tube. Again, this is videos. So this is where we put up all our videos. We have specific VINCI videos. As I mentioned, so we have a few videos there. We have What is VINCI? And that is just a five-minute overview of all things VINCI. Accessing VINCI Databases, VINCI File Download, and Understanding VINCI Workspace Drives, just to name the four that we currently have. Again, cyber seminar videos, other cyber seminars, happy hour videos, and our research day videos. 

We also have a VINCI-pedia. [PH]. We are still working on this. It is a work in progress, but it is basically a wiki, and we are going to start populating it with all of our knowledge that we have saved up over the years and also, give people the access to go ahead and create their own knowledge wikis for VINCI. 

We have user guides. Again, if you click on particular item and it flips over, and some of the more popular user guides. It is a quick access to the user guides. You click on See All Guides, it will take you to the User Guide page, and you see we have VINCI user guides, we have VINCI software guides, and we have a ton of a SAS guides. 

Some of the other things we have; we have VINCI services. These are our concierge services that are available. Get that open here. Support, so if you need support from VINCI, what to do about that. We also have our concierge services, and a number of services on training, data needs assessment, data access, study setup, how to use the VINCI workspace, and of course, DART because we support DART. Then data services, lastly. These are various services available from VINCI for data. 

We have to talk a little bit about our computing cloud. This is where we talk about what the VINCI Workspace is, the Standard Workspace, the Development Workspace, our SAS/Grid, and lastly, our collaboration sites, and these are just share point sites. 

I am going to talk about data sources. We talked about CDW production. It talks about what data is available and where to find information on it. The same with CDW Raw; what domains are available. SAS data sets, so it talks a little bit about SAS data sets and where to find information on those data sets, and then lastly, other data sources that are available in VINCI, such as the CAN [PH] scores and several others. 

Then we talk about applications next. Okay, under Applications, it talks about VINCI applications. These are in-house created applications, such as DART, the Workspace Download utilities, Standard Workspace applications, so it talks about the various applications available, and the VINCI Dev [PH] Workspace, and it talks about how you would upload your own TRM [PH] approved software. 

You also have things like events, things that are coming up in VINCI. A lot of these are _____ [00:44:07] scans, which are security scans. Then we have policies and forms. These are various VINCI policies and forms that are available from our site, and we have Quick Links, so if you want to jump to a particular thing quickly, inside or outside of the VINCI Central system, the link is there.

Okay. That does it for the dog and pony show on VINCI Central site. This will probably be available in a couple of weeks, is what we are looking at. 

Heidi:	That is great. 

Tim:	All right, any questions?

Heidi:	Yep, we did get a couple other questions in. How long does it take for VINCI access application to be approved?

Tim:	If you are coming in using a DART request, as soon as that request is approved, VINCI is notified, and then it takes us about a week to set up access to the Workspace. Now, if you have your own data and you are not going through a DART request, you just send your request to VINCI@va.gov. We ask you to provide us a little bit of information about your study, who needs access, and so forth. It usually takes just a few days to get that set up. 

Heidi:	Fantastic. I have one here: we are interested in source control that has version control options available within VINCI. 

Tim:	Usually, with version control you use either a Microsoft package, like TFS or VSS. [PH] We do not have that available in the Standard Workspace, but you can use your own version control software in the Development Workspace. If you are doing version control, you would probably have a Development Workspace anyway. You would just upload your own package in there. I believe the VA has VA-wide site license for TFS.  

Heidi:	 Okay, sound good. That is all of the questions that we have right now. I do not see any others coming in. Tim, I do not know if you have any last words you want to put in before we close things out here?

Tim:	I would just like to thank everyone for coming. Thanks for sticking around to take a look at the new VINCI Central website that is coming out.
